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Previous consultation

Non-statutory nsultation onthe DCO Scheme

In December 2013/January 201he West of England LEEBnsulted on their Strategic Plan,
which identified MetroWest Phases 1 and 2 as a funding priority.

Non-statutory consultation on the location of Portisheadilway station took place in June
and July 2014. Two consultation events were held at Portishead Methodist Church, where
stakeholders were able to meet thgrojectteam.

Three possible locations for the station were presented in the consultation anigleotfo
421 consultation responses were receivedllowing the consultation, the preferred
location was selected and thiecision toapply for consent fothe DCO Schemaith the
new station in that location was made by Councillors leading on promotitimeddCO
Schemean March 2015.

Stage 1Community ©nsultation

The Stage 1 consultation started in June 2@ibded by the original SoCahd lasted six
weeks. The main subjects of the consultatieere, in summary

The consultation was waly publicised through the local press, local exhibitions, letters and
leaflets. There were a large number of local respondents, with 600 people attending the
exhibitions, and 858 people responding to the consultation questionnaire. In addition, seven
statutory consultees besides a number of landowners responded to the consultation.
Overall, 95 per cent of the respondents supported the scheagitber entirely or mainly.

Topic Specific Consultations Rill and AshtorvVale

In Februaryand March 2016, the MetroWest Phase 1 project undertook two smaller
(informal, nonstatutory) consultations over a four week period, concerning Pill rail station
andthe existing Ashton Vale Roalelcrossing and access the adjoining industrial

estate Both consultations included a public exhibition where property ownersl
organisationslocalstakeholders and members of the public had an opportunitgrimvide
feedback to the project teanietters were sent to mperty owners within close proximity

of the two proposals and the consultations also included an online consultation portal with
details of the proposals and an online consultation feedback form, and details about other
ways to provide feedback.

A secondon-statutory consultation on access to Ashton Vale Road took place in November
2016. This sought views on two of thgghwayoptionsstill being considered as a result of

the previousmicro-consultation,with a new third option.The methodology for consutig

with affected parties was repeated; letters were sent and an exhibition held locally. Views
were gathered through the same feedback channels.

In March 2017, therojectwas changed to provide orgassengetrain per hourfor the
Portisheadbranchline instead of twotrains per hourThis halving athe number of
passenger trainsignificantlyreduced the level crossingarrier down time. As a result we no
longer propose tgrovide alternative highway access to Ashton Vale Road.
